extended for a period of fourteen years by Public Law

18, 1941, is hereby renewed and extended for an additional
10 period of fourteen years from and after the date of enact-

11 ment of this Act, with all the rights and privileges pertain-
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9
ing to the same, being generally known as the insignia of the
United Daughters of the Confederacy.

(b) No person who has manufactured the design of such
patent between August 18, 1955, and the date of the
enactment of this Act shall be held liable for infringement
of such patent by reason of the continued manufacture and

sale thereof.
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
