I have just returned from a brief over s eas trip and find your new publication
on "The Coral Reef, " which I am delighted to add to my growing collection of books
on marine subjects . The pictures ar e beautifully reproduced and remind me of those
more carefree days when I was picture editing your wonderful material for the maga­
zine and for the Fish Book, which has gone out of print. With all the exciting under­
water pies produced in r ecent yea r s and the f r esh , new styling of our r ecent books,
I'd like to see the Geographic do an entir ely new fish volume. But that will depend
on the market research surveys that are continually being conducted here.

I don't know of any new developments on the case with the Canadian publisher
who "stole" the numerous shark and piranha pictures from our publications and, no
doubt, from other unauthorized sources. Those matters usually are handled by Ed
Snider, who works directly with Dr. Payne and our General Counsel on copyright
violations. It is incredible how many of these infr ingements turn up weekly, but the
Canadian shark magazine was one of the most flagrant examples we have seen. Ed
is away from the office this week, but I would not be surprised to learn tha.t this
fly-by-night outfit has gone out of business after ripping-off a good hunk of the market.

Again, many thanks for the lates t example of your beautiful photography. I
hope it does well.
